WHEREAS the municipalities constituting the Mid‐Connecticut Project have been 
researching solutions for long‐term solid waste disposal when their contract 
with the Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority expires in 2012; and 

WHEREAS other municipalities in the Litchfield Hills Council of Elected Officials and 
elsewhere have expressed interest in joining efforts with the Mid‐ 
Connecticut Project municipalities to find long‐term solid waste disposal 
solutions; and 

WHEREAS the Capitol Region Council of Governments has performed a regional solid 
waste options analysis and successfully tested the presence of alternatives in 
the private market through a Request for Information for Integrated Regional 
Solid Waste Management Services covering Transfer, Transportation, 
Disposal and Processing/ Recycling Services; and 

WHEREAS, the Capitol Region Council of Governments Executive Committee has 
authorized CRCOG staff to facilitate the forming of a solid waste 
management authority to represent municipalities interested in conducting 
an RFP and negotiating for long‐term solid waste disposal services; and 

WHEREAS the Town of Manchester has expressed preliminary interest in taking part in 
the solid waste authority formed by the Capitol Region Council of 
Governments, the “Central Connecticut Solid Waste Authority.” 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Manchester Board of Directors does hereby 
preliminarily endorse the above referenced Central Connecticut Solid Waste 
Authority and authorizes the General Manager to sign all necessary 
agreements and take all necessary actions to allow the Town to pay a fee of 
$500 to help defray the professional fees necessary to draft a model 
ordinance which the Town would then adopt if it decided to become a 
member of the Authority, as well as other costs of creating the Authority.

Subject:  Block the Box 

Mr. Shanley: 

Public Act 09­171 makes it illegal to enter an intersection except when making a turn, unless 
there is sufficient space on the opposite side of the intersection to accommodate such motor 
vehicle without obstructing the passage of other vehicles or pedestrians. The law does not apply 
to tractor­trailer units. 

In order for the law to apply, the municipality must: 
1.  ‘Designate’ the intersection. 
2.  Post signs at each such designated intersection. 
3.  Mark the boundaries of the intersection in white paint. 

With regard to ‘designating’ intersections, the area of concern for the police has always been 
Buckland Street. We have posted signage at certain intersections to alleviate this problem, but it 
continues to be an issue particularly around the holiday season. My concern is that operators end 
up trapped in the box because of the roadway’s inability to handle the traffic load… as well as 
inconsiderate driving. Additionally, enforcement is problematic. The act of stopping a car in this 
area of Buckland Street causes more of a logjam than the violation itself. I do not believe that 
designating the intersections will have a significant impact on the police response to this 
problem. 

Should the BOD chose to designate intersections for the purposes of this public act, I suggest the 
following: 

•  Buckland & Tolland Turnpike 
•  Buckland & I84 
•  Buckland & Pavilions Dr. 
•  Buckland & Pleasant Valley

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AN ACT PROHIBITING BLOCKING THE BOX

SUMMARY: This act allows a municipality to adopt an ordinance designating intersections where a
motor vehicle is prohibited from entering if the space on the opposite side of the intersection is too
small to allow the vehicle to cross without obstructing the passage of other vehicles or pedestrians.
This applies even if the traffic light permits the motor vehicle to proceed. But it does not apply when
entering an intersection to make a turn or to tractor-trailers.

The act requires the municipality to (1) post signs stating that blocking the intersection is prohibited
and violators can be fined and (2) use white paint to mark the intersection's boundaries and the area
within it with parallel diagonal lines, using lines at least one foot wide.

The act makes a violation an infraction (see Table on Penalties).

EFFECTIVE DATE: October 1, 2009
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
