At their meeting on April 23 the Park and Recreation Advisory Commission by a vote of 3-2 passed a motion recommending that
Robertson Park Softball Field be named in honor of Randy Smith.

Chairman Conyers and Commissioners Gochee and Livingston voted for the motion and Commissioners Crockett and Miffitt voted
against.

Commissioners Tierney and Cumberbatch were not present.









e The 15 acre Town-owned strip of woodland at 88 Hills Street is not currently used by
either farmer. According to Mr. Botticello, the area is wet, but the soils in this location
are better for agricultural use than the area currently being cultivated. A brook flows
from west to east across the far northern end of the property, far from the access at Hills
Street.

Mr. Gutt has not yet been reached for his input. It is not known at this time if there is any space
available at 40 Hills Street that would not require clearing for a community garden.

I have also recently been made aware of plans for a community garden at Manchester
Community College as part of the institution’s Green Team initiative. During the first year of
the effort, garden plots will be limited to college students and faculty. Program managers for the
community garden will consider opening the garden to the public after the first year.

The attached map is a 2004 aerial photograph of the Starsiak Farm. The area actively engaged in
agricultural use by Mr. Botticello and Mr. Gutt is clearly visible. However, the distinction of
each individual’s working area is not apparent. The area of the remaining Town-owned land at
40 and 88 Hills Street not actively farmed is identified by the green hash marks.
